THE CURRENT MEMBERSHIP CATEGORIES ARE SET OUT BELOW;

· Natural member:  Natural members in their personal capacity with an annual fee of R1000-00.

· Corporate member:  Juristic bodies in their legal capacity with an annual fee dependant on the amount of employees. Either R2 500 or R5 000. Corporate membership is charged per registered company, not by amount of offices. 

· Natural candidate member (Intern):  Auctioneering candidates over a 12 months period prior to them becoming full natural members with an annual fee of R1000-00

· Corporate candidate member (Intern):  Newly formed auctioneering companies serving 12 months probation prior to them becoming full corporate members. Same cost as a Corporate member

· Associate member:  Employees of natural members, corporate members, natural candidate members and corporate candidate members such as bid spotters/ assistants, clerks, cashiers, marketers and other support staff with an annual fee of R250-00. 

· Affiliate member:  Natural persons or juristic entities that are involved in auction related businesses; either as clients or suppliers such as financial institutions, insolvency practitioners, attorneys, trading partners such as media, insurance, etc with an annual fee of R250-00.

· Retired member:  This category of membership is available for any active member over the age of 65 with an annual fee of R100-00.

· Honorary member:  Natural persons who have made a great contribution or are likely to contribute to the welfare and advancement of the auctioneering industry irrespective of whether they are auctioneers or not. Honorary membership is usually granted for life. 

· Please note SAIA and its directors have the right to accept any application as an intern candidate for a period of 1 year. This membership will have the same rights as a full membership however for the first 12 months will be subjected to scrutiny and guidelines set down by SAIA and its directors. All Interns will need to use the SAIA intern logo on all advertising when the logo is used. 

A once-off joining fee of R1000 has also been introduced for all new corporate members.  In order to deal with late membership renewals and non-payment of fees the SAIA Board has implemented a late payment fine of R500 per corporate member and a late payment fine of R250 per individual member.  Over and above the fines, the R1000 once-off joining fee will be levied to corporate members who allow their membership to lapse and renew late.
